GROUP ACTIVITY
Jesus’ Resurrection

BIG IDEA: Jesus defeated death and He gives those who follow Him victory over death too.

BIBLE BASIS: Matthew 27:57-28:10

KEY VERSE:  “Jesus said to her, ‘I am the resurrection and the life. Anyone who believes in me will 
live, even if he dies.” John 11:25 (NIrV)

Watercolor Cross

Supplies: Light colored construction paper (1 piece per child), watercolor paints (2–3 sets per 
group), watercolor paint brushes (1 per child), masking tape (1 roll per group)

Directions: Give each child a blank piece of paper. Help each child tear off two pieces of tape, one 
slightly longer than the other, and place them on their paper in the shape of a cross. Next, allow 
the children to paint a picture of the Easter story or simply create a rainbow of colors on their 
paper. When finished, help them remove the tape to reveal a cross in the middle of their painting.

Say: In today’s true Bible story, we learned how Jesus died on a cross. But did He stay dead? 
(Children respond.) No way! Three days later, Jesus rose from the dead. Jesus died and now He is 
alive! If we love and follow Jesus, we can live with Him forever in Heaven.

Question: It was sad when Jesus died on the cross, but how does it make you feel to know that He 
is alive now? Why is it such good news that He is alive?
