Whoever follows me will not walk in
darkness, but will have the light of life.”

YAnd this 1s the judgment: the light has come into the
world, and people loved the darkness rather than the
light because their works were evil.

John 12:35-36 (ESV)

35So Jesus said to them, “The light 1s among you for a
little while longer. Walk while you have the light, lest
darkness overtake you. The one who walks in the
darkness does not know where he is going.




John 12:35-36 (ESV)

3While you have the light, believe in the light, that you
may become sons of light.”

When Jesus had said these things, he departed and hid
himself from them.
